Life is terribly busy and 
very full. Time is the new 
commodity. Technology is 
addictive and can be very 
distracting. Life changes 
fast, doesn’t it?   

With so much going on, I must remember to keep 
the big picture of Christ’s return in mind, daily. This 
orients my life when all the stuff piles up in my spirit. 
It is easy to become distracted about what really 
matters.  

As followers of Jesus, getting distracted is equal to 
being unprepared, consumed by the worries of this 
life. The parable of the ten bridesmaids is a sobering 
call to be watchful and thoughtful about Jesus’ re-
turn. “The kingdom of heaven will be like…” (Mt 
25.1f). Kingdom is God’s rule —his reign right here, 
right now in view of the end (the eschaton). Just as 
the bridesmaids did not know the precise time when 
the groom would show up, so it is with the return of 
Jesus. 

“Keep awake therefore, for you know neither the 
day nor the hour” (Mt 25.13). The parable, in       
context is set between to bookends about being 
watchful as a matter of faithfulness (24.45f) and the 
parable of the talents (25.14f). Matthew’s concern 
for his disciples, hence, the church is about being 
watchful and using our gifts wisely. No doubt about 
Matthew’s point—pay attention! 

1. Keep the big picture in mind—Jesus is            
returning! 

2. Live as if he is coming today—He just might! 

3. Share your life in Christ—Opportunities 
abound! 

Someday, a distracted, unprepared life will catch up 
with us. 

His grace is sufficient for this day!

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Update to Our Summer Sermon Series                                                                  
“A Reaching Church” 

How the “Acts Church” was a “Reaching Church,” and how this      
applies to the Graham Street Church of Christ. 

I began a new sermon series for the summer on June 1st, which continues to look at Luke’s        
account of the ministry of Jesus moving from the Gospel of Luke to the study of Jesus’ ministry in 
the book of Acts through the Holy Spirit’s work in the Church. We are looking at 6 principles of 
outreach by the “Acts Church” that surfaced in the first few chapters of Acts while the church   
remained in the city of Jerusalem and then follow these principles through the whole book of Acts 
as the Church expands throughout the world. The 6 Principles are captured in these words that all 
begin with the letter P: 

1. Prayer 

2. Proclamation 

3. Popularity 

4. Persecution 

5. Problems 

6. Place 

Your assignment is to read the book of Acts looking for these principles.  With the study of each 
principle, we will see how the Holy Spirit empowered them. Then we will look at the church at 
Ephesus, adding Paul’s letter to the Ephesians as a case study of the church application of these 
principles. As we dig in deeper, we will begin making applications to our congregation, and your 
assignment will be to commit to them in prayer. I am very excited about this journey together.      
I know it is difficult to be here every Sunday during the summer, so I encourage you to take        
advantage of the recordings that are posted online when you are not able to be here in person.  
Let’s all commit together to study the principles that will help us to be the “Rooted, Growing, 
Reaching Church” the Lord has called us to be!
