Let’s Fill The Cart      

He [Jesus] also said to the 
crowds, “When you see a 
cloud rising in the west, 
you say at once, ‘A   
shower is coming.’ And 

so, it happens. And when you see the south wind 
blowing, you say, ‘There will be scorching heat,’ and 
it happens. You hypocrites! You know how to inter-
pret the appearance of earth and sky, but why do 
you not know how to interpret the present time? 
(Luke 12.54- 56). 

Jesus addresses the crowd drawing an application 
from watching the cloud in the west. Clouds mean 
the possibility of rain. South winds bring scorching 
heat. I wish Jesus was recorded as say, “No kidding. 
Duh!” Weather forecasting is easy, interpreting what 
it is going on in the present time is essential for 
those who want to follow Jesus. Jesus calls this lack 
of awareness of the present time as hypocritical. 
More specifically, he calls the crowds, “Hypocrites!” 
Ouch! It is Jesus’ way of not only getting their    
attention but addressing their focus and lack of     
discernment. Luke consistently warns against        
hypocrisy and any form of religion that misses God’s 
intention, heart, and mission (The story of the Good 
Samaritan; denouncing Pharisees and Lawyers, 
avoiding the yeast (influence of the Pharisees); the 
story of the Rich Fool, consumed by worry; faithful 
vs unfaithful slave). 

What Jesus meant by the present time would take 
longer than this post can address. Some things in his 
day would include the mounting tensions with the 
religious establishment as well as imperialism—the 
question of Lordship (Caesar vs Jesus), etc. 

 

The question he asks is relevant today— “Why do 
you not know how to interpret the present time?”

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SUMMER SERMON SERIES 

“A Reaching Church” 

How the “Acts Church” was a “Reaching Church,”  and how this applies to 
the Graham Street Church of Christ 

 

I began a new sermon series for the summer June 1, which continues to look at Luke’s account 
of the ministry of Jesus moving from the Gospel of Luke to the study of Jesus’ ministry in the 
book of Acts through the Holy Spirit’s work in the Church.  We will look at 6 important          
principles of outreach by the “Acts Church” that surfaced in the first few chapters of Acts while 
the church remained only in the city of Jerusalem and then follow these principles through the 
whole book of Acts as the Church expands throughout the world.  The 6 principles are captured 
in these words that all begin with the letter P: 

 1. Prayer 

 2. Proclamation 

 3. Popularity 

 4. Persecution 

 5. Problems 

 6. Place 

All six were introduced on June 1, and each week following we will look at them individually.  
Your assignment is to read the book of Acts looking for these principles.  As we dig in deeper, 
we will begin making applications to our congregation, and your assignment will be to commit 
to them in prayer.  I am very excited about this journey together.  I know it is difficult to be here 
every Sunday during this summer, so I encouraged you to take advantage of the  recordings that 
are posted online when you are not able to be here in person.  Let’s all commit together to 
study the principles that will help us to be the “Rooted, Growing, Reaching Church” the Lord has 
called us to be!
