Congregational ministry 
is not for the faint heart-
ed and is all consuming—
mind, body, soul, and 
spirit. This is why the 
jokes about  only working 
two days a week is ab-

surd. But no one likes a complaining minister—an 
oxymoron for servants of Jesus Christ. So, I will give 
voice to some of their realities because I have ‘been 
there, done that!’ 
It’s nothing new. A young evangelist named       
Timothy knows. Raised by his grandmother and 
mother, mentored by the Apostle Paul and living in a 
large urban center—Ephesus. 1 & 2 Timothy de-
scribe his reality. In many ways, Timothy’s ministry is 
to rescue a troubled congregation with doctrinal and 
ethical maladies— to address an unhealthy culture 
inconsistent with the gospel. 
Reading Paul’s letters to Timothy prompts some 
questions. 
1. Where are the mature older members? Yes, 

there are elders and older members, but some of 
them are more of a hindrance than a help. What 
happened to the elders in Ephesus who were in-
structed to shepherd the flock and had such a 
meaningful relationship with Paul? 

2. Why would the gospel not supersede an obses-
sion with the Law, cultural myths, and traditions? 

3.   Why would congregants be influenced by those 
whose character is in question?  

These are some of the dynamics Timothy is called to 
address. It is the same today and there is a price to 
pay to engage in this kind of gospel centered minis-
try. If popularity and “go along to get along” is the 
focus ministry integrity is lost. It is no wonder that 
Paul closes his correspondence to Timothy with “The 
Lord be with your spirit. Grace be with you” (2 Tim 
4.22). Every minister I know needs a good helping of 
grace rather than judgment from those they serve.  

Timothy needed a word of encouragement and  
guidance from Paul. So do the Timothy’s today. 
God’s call to ministry doesn’t have to reach the point 
of “Enough.” May the Lord be with your spirt and 
those whose wounds are deep and hurtful.

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Update to Our Summer Sermon Series                                                                  
“A Reaching Church” 

How the “Acts Church” was a “Reaching Church,” and how this      
applies to the Graham Street Church of Christ. 

I began a new sermon series for the summer on June 1st, which continues to look at Luke’s        
account of the ministry of Jesus moving from the Gospel of Luke to the study of Jesus’ ministry in 
the book of Acts through the Holy Spirit’s work in the Church. We are looking at 6 principles of 
outreach by the “Acts Church” that surfaced in the first few chapters of Acts while the church   
remained in the city of Jerusalem and then follow these principles through the whole book of Acts 
as the Church expands throughout the world. The 6 Principles are captured in these words that all 
begin with the letter P: 

1. Prayer 

2. Proclamation 

3. Popularity 

4. Persecution 

5. Problems 

6. Place 

Your assignment is to read the book of Acts looking for these principles.  With the study of each 
principle, we will see how the Holy Spirit empowered them. Then we will look at the church at 
Ephesus, adding Paul’s letter to the Ephesians as a case study of the church application of these 
principles. As we dig in deeper, we will begin making applications to our congregation, and your 
assignment will be to commit to them in prayer. I am very excited about this journey together.      
I know it is difficult to be here every Sunday during the summer, so I encourage you to take        
advantage of the recordings that are posted online when you are not able to be here in person.  
Let’s all commit together to study the principles that will help us to be the “Rooted, Growing, 
Reaching Church” the Lord has called us to be!    David Bearden
